· Search all evaluated resources or limit to evidence sources then filter to narrow results 
· Free access to subscription resources – 1000s of full text journals, 100s of ebooks, 100+ databases of journal articles – use your NHS Scotland Athens username
· Portals of tailored resources for Evidence into Practice, Social Services Knowledge Scotland, Health Management Online and others – Portals and Topics tab
· Use ‘What is here for me’ to display resources for topics and staff groups

· Save and Share – to save, print, email resources

· My Resource Space – personal webspace for managing favourite resources

· Keeping up to date services – journal alerts, personalising homepage My News and Updates, RSS newsfeeds
· Refworks to create databases of references with the option to share with others via Refshare

· NHS Shared Learning elearning creation tools and repository of elearning objects

· Community tools for sharing resources and collaboration – Shared Spaces and Community websites developed using the Community Builder Toolkit

· Evidence into Practice search and portal with implementation tools

· Bibliographic databases eg Medline to conduct literature searches
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	On The Knowledge Network use the search box and the filters on right to narrow results by resource type, year etc.  Alternatively use the eLibrary box if you know the details of a journal article.
